Notes for John VIBBARD: John Vibbard, the elder son of John Vibert and Mary Neell, left few

records. We know that he was born around 1706 because he was mentioned in a probate record as bein
eight years old at the time of his father’s death in 1714. The next mention of him comes from the

records of the Third Church of Hartford which was located on the east side of the Connecticut River and
eventually became the First Church, Bdattford.

The church records show first that he was married to Mary Arnold, daughter of John Arnold and his
wife Hannah Meakins, on 18 Feb 1729/30. Later that year on 05 Jun they apparently confessed to the
sin of fornication (the name here is spelled “ Jn°: Bitfbert & Mary his wife”) and on 23 Aug, John

owned the covenant. Often owning the covenant was a prelude to the baptism of a first child but if that
was the case here, the record of the child was lost. Instead, the first mention we have of children for
John and Mary is an IGI record (from a member submission) for the baptism of a daughter Mary Bibird
or Vibbert on 15 Jun 1735 followed by two other daughters, Sarah and Eliza, in the late 1730s and
Timothy in 1749. The church records at that time are unfortunately spotty due to the iliness of the
minister Samuel Woodbridge.

John also had a number of real estate transactions starting on 26 Aug 1731 and ending on 19 Jun 1759.
These included transactions with the Arnold family as well as other individuals. These documents still
need to be copied, transcribed and analyzed. Besides the land records, John is mentioned in at least twa
Hartford-area wills — one, that of Ebenezer Hills, Sr., where he was a witness on 19 May 1732 and the
other, that of his father-in-law, John Arnold dated 14 Nov 1741, in which he is mentioned as a

son-in-law.

So far no evidence has been uncovered about when either John or his wife Mary died. There is no
evidence that they moved west into New York with Timothy but perhaps he moved west after they had
passediway.

Notes for Timothy VIBBARD: Timothy Vibbard was apparently the youngest child and only son of
John Vibbard and his wife Mary Arnold. He reports his date of birth as 20 Oct 1750 (in Connecticut) in
his Revolutionary War pension application but the only birth-related record found in Connecticut was a
record of baptism for a Timothy Vibbard in the First Church, East Hartford on 25 June 1749. This
Timothy was listed as a son of John. It is possibly that the Timothy who removed to New York State
after his marriage and fought in the revolution was a different person. If so, he could have been a child
of either John Vibbard (a second Timothy) or his brother James.

For the time being, | have chosen to put him with John and treat the two Timothys as the same person.
Although James Vibert was apparently married to his wife Dorcas Dix in the early to mid-1740s, they
apparently had at least 5 children born before 1752 so it seems a little crowded to place Timothy in that
family

Timothy married a woman named Rebecca (--?--) before 01 Jul 1770 when they owned the covenant
together in the First Church, East Hartford, possibly in anticipation of the birth of their first child, a
daughter also named Rebecca who was baptized in the same church on 09 Sep 1770. Their son Leonart
also claimed to be born in Connecticut (on 12 Oct 1772) but sometime after that the family moved to
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New Canaan, Columbia County, New York where Timothy enlisted for the first tidi&ri.

Timothy and Rebecca eventually settled in the Saratoga County, New York area and apparently had
somewhere between ten and fifteen children. They seem to have been the progenitors of almost all of
the families in the United States today who spell their name Vibbard. However, the exact composition
of their family has been difficult to establish and is still a worgrogress.

The family appears in all censuses from 1790 through 1830, all in Saratoga County with the exception of
1810 when they were in Schenectady, then in Albany County, New York. Rebecca (or someone closely
resembling her in age) appears on all of the censuses. Timothy was still alive on 09 Apr 1833 when his
affidavit applying for a pension was dated but apparently died by 04 Sep 1833 when the last payment
was made. Presumably Rebecca predeceased him since she did not applysiositre

Notes for James VIBERT, Jr.: James Vibbert Jr. was probably born around 1744 although it could have
been earlier. My working hypothesis is that he was the oldest son of James and Dorcas (Dix) Vibert.
However, there is some room for the theory that he was the son of James Sr.’s brother John Vibbard and
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his wife Mary Arnold. James Jr. apparently married around 1765 and his first son, George was baptized
in East Hartford on 12 Octob&i766.

James’ wife Mary has not yet been identified but the couple had at least six children between 1766 and
1776. These children were all christened at the First Church, East Hartford. Then starting about 1784,
three additional children were probably born to James, although it is not clear if their mother was also
Mary or if she had died and James remarried. There are no birth or christening records for these three
children but they seem to fit better into James’ 1790 family than those of the other Vibareahe

Based on the census records and on the fact that he was a signer of a 1772 petition to create a new
church for that area of what was then all Hartford, James probably lived in the Orford Parish section of
East Hartford (later Manchester). Perhaps that explains the lack of records — the early Manchester
church records are not very complete and somatinddled.

James appears in the 1790-1820 censuses and apparently died in 1820 just after that census was taken.
The note in the First Church, Manchester records does not provide a month or day. There is no record of
his wife’s date of death but she seems to have died between 18182nhd

Notes for Elisha VIBBERT: Elisha Vibbert, apparently the second son of James and Dorcas (Dix)
Vibert, was born around 1751, according to the information from his burial record, even though he
wasn’t baptized until 17 Jul 1763. Like his brothers David, Jesse and John, he served in the
Revolutionary War although in his case, the service was more limited. He served as a Corporal in Col.
J. Wells’ Regiment of Connecticut Militia, Capt. Cone’s Company. The service record indicates he was
paid for 67 days service at New London between 23 Aug and 26 Oct 1779. Like his older brother
James, he had apparently already married and a father by this time — his first child was baptized in
January 1777 and his second in JUi&9.

His birth and death dates are both established by his gravestone inscription preserved in a list of burials
of Revolutionary War patriots in Brookhaven, Long Island, New York. He died 08 Aug 1798, age 47,
and was buried in the Waverly Avenue Cemetery, Patchogue, LI, New York. Apparently, the
gravestone no longer exists.

Before his death he was a merchant of some sort in Hartford. He seems to have moved to Hartford
sometime after the baptism of his son William in the church in East Hartford on 7/4/1784. He appears in
Hartford in the 1790 census with a family of 4 males (1 over 15 — presumably Elisha himself) and 5
females. He engaged in several real estate transactions, all in Hartford, the earliest dated 21 Mar 1789
and the last 18 Jul797.

The name of his wife is problematic. Jacobus and others have stated that his wife was Hannah Northrup,
a daughter of Aaron and Rebecca (Hyatt) Northrup but several records created after Elisha’s death seem
